Section A – Removing Dashboard

Step 1: Disconnect Negative Battery Terminal

Step 2 Remove centre console

Step 3: Remove Steering column (Optional)
Step 4: Remove CD player

Step 5: Remove Instrument cluster

Step 6: Remove glove box

Step 7: Remove lower trim panel (Under dash)

Step 8: Remove kick panel

Step 9: Disconnect dashboard wiring

Step 10: Remove centre fascia

Step 11: Remove dash end covers

Step 12: Remove air vents

Step 13: Remove speaker covers

Step 14: Remove demister grill

Step 15: Remove speakers

Step 16: Disconnect heater ducts

Step 17: Separate wiring from dashboard, remembering where everything goes

Step 18: Remove dashboard cover, Starting left hand side first.

Section B – HVAC Box Swap and Wiring

Step 19: Remove HVAC (Heater) Box. Use the new heater box to check where the screws are, there is 2 bolts above the transmission tunnel, one each side… 1 screw is hard to get to in particular, it is on the drivers side of the HVAC box up the top facing straight up basically, prick of a thing to get to. As said, check the new HVAC box to see exactly where it is. Take note of which Vaccuum line goes where as well. (2 lines that run through the firewall).
Step 20: Replace with climate HVAC (Heater) Box. Hardest part is getting the Heater Hoses through the firewall, don’t be afraid to use some real FORCE. I suggest getting a friend to lend a hand. Also, make sure the bottom hoses sit in the holes in the floor otherwise the water that comes out of these evaporator hoses will end up behind your carpet!
Step 21: Solder the wires that go to the A/C switch together. The colours of the wires are black, brown white, green yellow and green black. However you only want to join the green yellow and green black together, the brown white and black just cover with electrical tape.
Step 22: Wire most of the wires on the adapter plug, the green one that the loom from the climate control box plugs into. There are 10 wires:
1. Orange with White Tracer – Constant Power. Connects to Fuse 1 or any wire off Fuse 1.
2. Brown with White Tracer – Dash Lights. Connects to Fuse 16 or any wire off Fuse 16
3. Black with White Tracer – Earth. Connect to any other Black with White Tracer
4. Larger solid Black – Ground. Connect to ground (I used the grounding point on the fuse box).
5. Pink with Green Tracer – Make a new fused connection. Run the wire to the BIG Red and Black wire behind the fuse box. Can’t miss it.
6. Brown –See step 24.
7. Light Green with Yellow Tracer – Solar Sensor. Connect to Solar Sensor in the dash. See Step 25 also.
8. Light Green with Black Tracer – Ambient Temp Sender Wire. Connect to Ambient Temperature Sensor at front of car. See Step 26 also.
9. Brown with Black Tracer– Earth for Solar Sensor and Ambient Temperature Sensor. Splice the earth wires from the 2 sensors into this 1 wire. See steps 25 and 26 also.
10. Yellow with Black Tracer – Blower Relay Trigger. See Step 23.
Step 23: Connect 3 wires together from one of the plugs that went into the manual air con fan speed controller, the colours that you want to join are the green yellow, pink white and light green.

Step 24: Go across to your fuse box and look at Fuse C (Blower Fan Relay), it should have the following 4 wires going into it, light green, red, black and violet yellow. You want to disconnect the black wire with still enough room to wire another wire to it. You then want to run a wire from the green plug that you wired before, from the yellow black wire terminal across to the fuse box and connect it to the black wire going into the fuse. (This controls fan speed of the climate system).

Step 25: Re wire the Blower Fan Relay by connecting the black wire from the fan (very thick wire) to the red wire that was on relay spot No 30. Connect the yellow/black to spot No 86, Light green moves to spot No 85 and make a new earth to spot No 30 (what red was connected to). The violet/yellow stays on spot No 87. 
Step 26: You will need to swap the 2 blower fan wires over within the plug (violet/yellow and the black) so the fan will blow the correct way. Also you will need to connect the brown and green wire that came of the old system’s thermostat. (under the glove box beside the heater box)
Step 27: Go across to your ECU which is behind the passenger side kick panel find a brown wire with a space either side of it an the a grey wire next to one of the spaces disconnect it with enough room to wire another wire on to run it across to the "green plug" and connect it to the brown wire there.

Step 28: Wire Solar Sensor by drilling hole in dash (sits in middle between demister vents. Clips on but you need a hole big enough to fit the plug through… You can see where to drill as it is a push out section). The wire goes from the trip computer switch block side in a direct line up to the sensor.

Step 29: Install ambient air temp sender (Screw it to the metal section near the drivers side of the radiator for accurate readings, but put foam or something behind it to prevent the warm metal heating it up) and wires which sit just in front of the radiator at the bottom. 

Step 30: Plug in the climate module and test… If it works, replace dash and wiring, and install Climate Control Module.

Step 31: Re-gas Air Conditioner with new O Rings. (est. $120 to $150)
